SAFETY IN THE WILDERNESS 
 

It is important that travelers with Northern Alaska Tour 
Company understand that Alaska's Arctic is a truly 
remote wilderness region. Traveling through vast 
wilderness stretches requires adequate time and 
preparation. Weather or mechanical factors, albeit 
infrequent, can result in multi-hour delays. Medical 
facilities are limited. Limited communication and 
transportation infrastructure inherently cause evacuation 
for illness or other emergency situations to take, at the 
very best, several hours to conduct.  For this reason, 
travelers to this region should be of reasonable health and 
physical condition.

WHAT TO WEAR  

Dress for comfort, not to impress.  Wear comfortable 
walking-type shoes that can get a bit soiled in the event of 
rain, dress in layers, and bring a medium-weight jacket. 
 
We also recommend a reusable water bottle. Bring it full 
and you can refill it at the Yukon River Camp on the 
ground tour north and then again at Coldfoot Camp while 
you are there.  

RESTROOMS 

Outhouse facilities are the norm along the Dalton 
Highway. The longest time between stops is 
approximately 2 1/2 hours. The tour coaches are 
equipped with a restroom that can be used between 
outhouse stops. The tour vans do not have a bathroom. 

SEATING / SEAT ROTATION 

Guest seating is rotated throughout the day. Thus, 
each guest is provided with a variety of different 
viewing perspectives and the opportunity to interact 
with others on the tour. 

ALTERATION 

PLEASE NOTE:  Guest safety always takes 
precedence over convenience.  On rare occasions, 
weather or other uncontrollable circumstances may 
require alteration/cancellation of a portion or all of the 
scheduled tour itinerary.   
 
If the tour requires an additional overnight stay due to 
weather or other uncontrollable circumstances, the 
cost of accommodations and meals is the guest's 
responsibility.   
 
If the weather requires us to change the return method 
of travel from air to ground, no price alteration will be 
made.

In the spirit of the remote wilderness, the overnight 
accommodations consist of very basic, clean rooms 
that are extremely rustic by urban standards.  There 
are private toilet and shower stalls in each room.  Pay 
telephones are available.

TOUR VEHICLES 

Northern Alaska Tour Company strives to provide a 
personalized touring experience. Touring is done in 
small groups utilizing a 25-passenger tour coach. 
Occasionally, a 15-passenger van is used for smaller 
groups or special circumstances. The flight portion of 
the tour is conducted in 9-passenger  aircraft: Piper 
Navajo Chieftains or Cessna Caravans. 

It is very important to limit yourself to one hand-carry 
size bag per person for your overnight bag. This will 
need to be a soft sided bag, like a back pack, duffle or 
tote bag.  Nothing with wheels. If needed, Northern 
Alaska Tour Company can store excess baggage while 
you are traveling with us.   
 
WEIGHT LIMIT: Baggage is limited to 15-20 pounds 
per person. Guests with luggage over 20 may be asked 
to leave items in storage. 

FLIGHT WEIGHT / LUGGAGE

you want to do.  Coldfoot will do their best to 
accommodate on site reservations; however, you will 
not always be able to make reservations once in 
Coldfoot due to space or guide availability.
